Withernsea Primary School News  
 
Staffing  
The Governors have met and agreed the staffing structure for the new 
school. This means that existing staff in both schools will be able to apply 
for posts and will either be slotted in or attend interviews for. All posts at 
the new school are ringfenced to existing staff. If there are posts vacant 
after all existing staff have been allocated to them, they will be advertised 
in the normal way.  



Uniform  
Thank you to everyone who voted – the top two colours were both the 
blue colours and were very close, so Governors made the final decision 
and chose royal blue. The new school uniform in September will be; royal 
blue sweatshirt/cardigan, black/ grey trousers or skirt, with 
shirt/blouse/polo shirt in either white or blue. In summer blue gingham 
dresses or grey shorts.  
 
PE kits 
Will be black shorts and plain white T-shirts.  
The only items of Jewellery to be worn in school are - a watch and stud 
earrings only. These will need to be removed for PE. 
There will be a gradual changeover to the new uniform in that the old 
sweatshirts will be acceptable until they become worn or children have 
out grown them. Therefore, in September there well be a mixture of old 
and new sweatshirts, this will not a problem.  
 

Logo 
The children have come up with various ideas and sketches and were 
given a choice in assembly - they voted for a shield shape and various 
ideas for the centre - we are now working on a perfected design.  
 

Premises  
The new offices at the front of the Junior school are progressing well. 
They will be completed by Easter and will be used as the temporary 
Primary School offices for the summer term only, whilst the existing 
Infant and Junior school offices continue to run as normal.  
Our next phase will be to develop and improve the Foundation Stage to 
enable all the Foundation Stage to work together in one area. The 
community room will be out of use from Easter, and will be refurbished 
and decorated and then become part of the Foundation Stage. A door will 
be fitted in the link block separating main school from the Foundation 
unit enabling the unit to be more secure during school hours. 
 
Early in the summer term all Foundation Stage will move in together but 
parents will be kept up-to-date with developments. School times and 
collection of children will remain the same.  
A new community room will be established for September 2010.
