3. Advise your child not to put any images, videosest on any site withou
parent’s knowledge.

4. Help your child to manage emails so that spam, pmphishing emails
are deleted. Warn of the dangers of opening thgmsstof emails.

5. Make sure your child knows not to open any attactismom emails
from people they do not know or do not trust. Theneo way of knowing
what they will contain, they could be a virus orrae an inappropriate
image.

6. Help your child to understand that they do not kivalo they are talking
to in a chat room. A person claiming to be an 1drymy could be much
older.

7. Emphasise the importance of NEVER meeting up wioae who they
meet on line, no matter how well they think theypwthem.

8. As parents or carers it is important to nurtur@pen relationship with
your child to give them every opportunity to tetiwyif anything they have
received or seen online has made them feel unctebler
