School attendance is extremely important – we have set ourselves a school target of 
95% to achieve this year.  
The summer term’s attendance was 93.9% so we are striving to improve on this.  
Each month we will publish the attendance percentage for each class - we will also 
display the class weekly attendance on each class door.  There will be an attendance 
shield or cup for the best classes each week.  Those classes with the best 100% numbers 
are rewarded with extra playtime equipment.  From Year 2 upwards we have an 
Attendance League.  Last term winners of the league were - 3HT who chose £200 of 
playtime equipment for their class - which they have taken up to Year 4 with them for 
playtimes.
